GENEALOGIES

The descent of mankind as recorded in the scriptures from
Adam to Christ and to old testament worthies,
patriarchs, kings and other men of faith

In the Beginning of Time JEHOVAH ELOHIM EL-SHADDI, the Etemal God,
created or made out of nothing the Heavens and the Earth and all things therein.. During that vast
interval of time after the original creation of all things (Genesis 1:1) and before the Earth became
waste and void (Genesis 1:2), is there not ample room for the immeasurable geologic ages, and for
the dinosaur and other extinct creatures, some of which have been found in fossil state? In the
fifth chapter of Genesis we have the most ancient genealogical record extant. It is also interesting
to note that when, at the age of 12 years, for His confirmation as a Son of the Law, our Lord tarried
m the Temple as recorded in St. Luke 2:43-46, He presented His Birth Book as required of all Iads
at their confirmation, and that the said Birth Book is preserved for us in the first chapter of the
Gospel according to St. Matthew.

1. ADAM ("man") was created on the sixth day in the year 1 (according to

Usher, B.C. 4004), and died Anno Mundi 930 (B.C. 3074). His wife EVE ("mother") was
miraculously formed, also on the sixth day, from material already created, Genesis 2:22. Adam
walked and talked with God in the Garden of Eden, Adam could have told (8) METHUSELAH,
who could have told (11) SHEM, and Shem would have told LEVI, who could have told
AMRAM, who could have told these things to MOSES, the writer of the Pentateuch but all their
tradition was confirmed by divine revelation, and without it we would know nothing of Our First
Ancestors. In 2 Timothy 3:16-17 it is stated "All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: That the man of
God may be complete, thoroughly fumished unto all good works.”

Our first parents, Adam and Eve, in their centuries of married life, would
undoubtedly have a very great number of children, born before as well as after the birth of Seth,
some of whom would marry a brother or a sister and many a nephew or a niece, and others would
marry persons of lesser kinship. Adam and Eve had first Cain then Abel, their first children.,
Genesis 4:1-2. Were they twins?

CAIN ("acquisition”) was bom about the year 1 or 2. He had a multitude of
descendants to the seventh generation as recorded in Genesis 4:17-22. They were among those
who perished in the Flood. The earliest civilization on Earth, Genesis 4:17, was that of the city
which Cain built. With "harp and organ,” indeed with every element of material civilization, city
and pastoral life, and the development of arts and meanufactures, this era may have been as
splendid as that of Greece or Rome. It was indeed remarkable, brilliant, cultural and extensive, but

lacking.

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ABEL ("ascending”) was bom about the year 1 or 2, and was murdered
by his brother Cain who was angry with both God and Abel because, as a sacrifice for sin, Abel
had obediently offered to God the appointed lamb, but Cain disobediently substituted the result of
his own works, hence Abel's offering was accepted while Cain's was tejected. It is quite apparent
that Abel was aged 120 or more when murdered in the year A M. 128 (B.C. 3876), and could have
left thousands of descendants, enough with other thousands of descendants of Adam to make
Cain afraid of being slain.

Adam died Anmo Mundi 930 (B.C. 3074), 726 years before the Flood, having
lived 930 years. His was the fourth longest life on Earth, only 39 years less than Methuselah's
record, and he could have talked with each of his descendants to the ninth generation including
Methuselah and his son Lamech.

Many persons have been puzzled by such longevity and have inquired if lunar
years were not meant, but if we count about thirteen lunar years to each solar year what would that
show? Supposing lunar years are meant, Adam would have been only about ten (solar) years old
when his son Seth was born, and by the same reckoning Methuselah would have been only about
five (solar) years old when his son Lamech was born. And Methuselah's 969 years if lunar, would
make his remarkable age equivalent to only 74 solar years. We must therefore conclude that the
usual solar years are meant.

Adam was 130 years old when his son Seth was bomn.

2. SETH ("appointed”) born A.M. (B.C. 3874) soon after the murder of Abel. He
lived contemporaneously with all the ten Patriarchs except Noah. Aged 912 years he died AM.
1042 (B.C. 2962), before the Flood 614 years, before Noah's birth 14 years, after the translation of
Enoch 55 years, and after Adam's death 112 years.

3. ENOS ("mortal™) was born A.M. 235 (B.C. 3769), when Seth was 105 vears
old, and died A.M. 1140 (B.C. 2864), aged 905 years.

4. CAINAN ("acquisition”) bom A.M. 325 (B.C. 3769) when Enos was 90 years
old, died A.M. 1235 (B.C. 2769) aged 910 years.

5. MAHALALEEL ("praise of God") born A.M. 395 (B.C. 3609) when Cainan
was 70 years old, died A.M. 1290 (B.C. 2714) aged 895 years.

6. JARED ("descent™) born A.M. 460 (B.C. 3544) when Mahalaleel was 65 years
old, died A,M. 1422 (B.C. 2582 aged 962 years, having lived the second longest life on Eaarth, only
seven years less than that of his grandson Methuselah. He had sons and daughters and was 162
years old when his son Enoch was born.

7. ENOCH ("dedication”) bom A.M. 622 (B.C. 3382) and had never died. At
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age 365, in the year A M. 987 (B.C. 3017), Enoch was translated from Earth to Heaven. 2 kings
2:11, Jude 14, and Revelation 11:3-12. His ascension took place 55 vears before the death of Seth
and only 57 years after the death of Adam. Elijah ("Jehovah is God"), who also was translated, has
lived in all for more than 2800 years, and Enoch some 5300 years, without yet seeing death.

After the murder of Abel no death is recorded in scripture for about 900 years,
the first natural death recorded being that of Adam in A. M. 930.

8. METHUSELAH ("man of a dart") born A.M. 687 (B.C. 3317) when Enoch
was 65 years old. When, just before the Flood, Methuselah died A M. 1656 (B.C. 2348), at age
969, all his ancestors had left the Earth including his grandfather Jared, the last to survive, and even
he had been dead for 234 years. Methuselah lived seven years longer than his grandfather Jared,
and was the oldest man that ever died.

9. LAMECH ("destroyer”) born A.M. 874 (B.C. 3130) when Methuselah was
187 years old, died A.M. 1651 (B.C.2345), five years before the Flood, aged 777 years.

10. NOAH ("rest™) bom A.M. 1056 (B.C. 2948), 600 years before the Flood and
when Lamech was 182 years old. He died AM. 2006 (B.C. 1998), two years before the birth of
Abraham and 196 years after Babel. Noah lived 950 years, the third longest life on Earth, twenty
years longer than Adam, nineteen years less than Methuselah., He lived before the Flood for 600
years, and after the Flood for 350 years, after Babel 194 years. Noah lived contemporaneously
with all his ancestors except Adam, Seth and Enoch.

The average life on Earth of the preceding ten generations is 860 years, and if
Enoch, who has never died, be omitted it is 914 years, The length of life rapidly declines with
Shem at 600 years, to Abraham at 175 years, then to Jacob at 147 years, and in Moses' time the
average span of life is "threescore years and ten". Psalm 90:10.

The Flood came A.M. 1656 (B.C. 2348) after 120 years of warning, during
which time the Ark was 120 years in building. Noah's carpenters, and hosts of other descendants
of Seth, Abel and Cain, except only eight persons, all perished in the Flood. As the waters
subsided the Ark rested on the mountains of Ararat ("holy ground™). The name of Noah's wife is
not recorded in Scripture. They were the parents of three sons, named in Genesis 5:32 and 6:10.

11. JAPHETH ("extension") was born about A.M. 1560 (B.C. 2444). His
descendants peopled Mesopotamia, Asia Minor and lands to the north. He was the second son, of
Noah, and was the age of 96 years at the time of the Flood.

12. Javan , son of Japheth, was ancestor of those who peopled Greece and Syria.
From him, in direct line from parent to child, the descent is in the following order. (Authority:
Q'Clery's Irish Genealogies.)

52. ANTENOR (mentioned above), King of the Cimmeranians (B.C. 443),a

people inhabiting the shores of the Sea of Azof, now known as the Crimes. He

was of Trojan blood and died B.C. 443, the year before the institution of the

Roman censors, the second year of Nehemiah's reign in Jerusalem and the 22d

year of the Persian King Artaxerxes.

78. FARABERT, King A.D. 166, and died 196.

79. SUNNO (or Hunno), King 186 and died 213.

80. HILDERIC, King 213, and reigned 40 years. Died A.D. 253.
81. BARTHERUS, King 253 and died 272

82. CLODIUS III, King 272 and died 298

83. WALTER, King 298 and died 306
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84. DAGORBERT, King 306 and died 317

85. CLODOMIR V, King 319 and died 337

86. RICHIMIR II, King 357 and slain in battle with the Romans in 350
87. THEODOMIR, King 350 and died 360. Slain by Emperor Julian
88. CLODIUS IV, King 360 and died 378

89. PRIAM (or Dagobert), first Duke of West Franks under the Romans,
died 389.

90. GUENEBALD, last Duke of West Franks, died 419

91. ARGOTTA, mother of all the Kings of France; married Pharamond, Duke
of East Franks, A.D. 404, who was elected King of Westphalia and Franconia

. Pharamond was descended from Dagobert .

92. CLODIUS V, King of Westphalia; married Bassina, and died 425

93. SIGMERUS, married a daughter of Ferreolus Tonantius, a Roman
senator and -Son-in-law of the Emperor Avitus.

94. FERREOLUS, Duke of Moselle and Margrave of Schelde; married
second Deu teria, a Roman lady. A son of the second marriage was

95. AUSBERTUS, Duke of Austrasia; married Bithilda, daughter of Clotharirel,
King of France, who had Soissons, Vermandois, Picardy, Flanders, and
Normandy,

and who was son of Clovis I, Magnus, and his wife Clothildis, daughter of
Chilperic, King of Soissons. Ausbertus died in 570.

96. ARNOALDUS, Margrave of Schelde; married Oda of Swabia. After his
wife's death he became a monk and was later Bishop of Metz. He died in 601.

97. ST. ARNULPH, Bishop of Metz, married Doda of Saxony. He was a
hermit 641 when he died and was afterwards canonized. His son,

98. ANSEGIUS (or Anchises), Margrave of Schelde, Duke of Brabant, and

Major Domo to Childeric II; married Begga, heiress of Brabatn, who was a a
daughter of Pepin de Landis, Duke of Brabane, so nof Carloman, Major
Domo to Clothaire IT and son of Charles, Count of Brabant.

99. PEPIN LE GROS, of Heristal, founder of the Carolingian line of French

Kings, became Duke of ?Austrasian Franks and Duke of Brabant. He conquered Burgundy and
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Neustria and was Major Domo to Theodoric 11T, Clovis 11, and Childebert 1I1. He died December
16, 714. His wife was Alpais who was the mother of Charles Martel, Duc de Austrasie, and of
Childebrand I, Duke of Burgundy.

100. CHARLES MARTEL, Duc d'Austrasie, King of France, born in 694 and
died in 741; conquered the Saracens at Poictiers in 732. He marnied Princess Suanichilde, daughter
of Odilon, Duke of Baviere, and had three sons, Pepin le Brief, Carloman, and Griffo.

101. PEPIN LE BRIEF, King of France, born in 714 died in 768. In 749 he
defeated the Bavarians and broke the power of the Lombards in Italy (754-756) and gave the
Eucharate of Ravenna and the Penatpolis to the Holy See, which was the origin of the temporal
power of the Popes. He overcame the Saxons in 759. He married Princess Bertha da Leon,
daughter of Charibert, Count of Leon. His second son,

102. CHARLEMAGNE, bom April 2, 742, died in 814. He reigned as King of
France for 43 years and was crowned Emperor of the West by Pope Leo I on Christmas Day of
800. He conquered the Saxons in England and imposed on them the Christian faith. He married
first Hildegarde, daughter of Godfrey, Duke of Swabia, and married secondly, in 770, Ermengarde,
daughter of Desiderins, last King of Lombardy. A son of his first marriage was

103. LOUIS 1 le DEBONAIR, bormn in 778 and died in 840. He was King of
France and Emperor of Germany. He married first, in 798, Ermengarde, daughter of Ingram, Duke
of Hasbaigne married secondly Judith "the Fair", who was daughter of Guelphus Catulus, Count
of Bavarie, and was descended from Pharamond (died 470). He partitioned his empire - France,
Germany, and Italy - and died June 20, 840. His daughter, Gisela, was ancestor of Susanne, wife
of Amnulph II, of Flandets.

104. CHARLES II, CALVUS (823-877). Married first Ermentrude, daughter of
Odo, Count of Orleans. He married secondly Lady Richildis, who was a daughter of Boso, Duke
of Burgundy, and was the father of Judith.

105. JUDITH, married first Ethelwulf, Saxon King of England (No. 30 in Line of
Descent from Harderich, through the Saxon Kings of England, page 404). She marted secondly
Ethelbald, his son by his first wife, Osburga, daughter of Earl Oslac, of Gothland. Judith married
for the third time Baldwin I, count of Flanders and King of Jerusalemn

106. BALDWIN 11, Count of Flanders and King of Jerusalem, married in 889
Alfiitha, daughter of Alfred the Great, King of England (871-901).

107. ARNULPH I, surnamed "Magnus”, married in 923 Alisa de Vermandois,
daughter of Heribert I, Count of Bermandois and Vexin, who was the great-grandson of Pepin,
King of Italy, son of Charlemagne. Arnulph I was Count of Flanders, Amiens, and Artois, and
died in 956. His daughter Eldegarde married Waleran, Count of Vexin, Hereditary Standard Bearer
of France.

108. BALDWIN IIL, Count of Flanders, married Mechtildis, daughter of Herman
Billung, Duke of Saxony, and his wife Hildegardis of Westerburg.
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
